TICKET PUNCHED
On Monday, many gathered to watch where the Knights would end up in the 2018 NCAA Tournament 
bracket. The Knights earned a 14th seed and a first round bye into the tournament and will host for the 
first time since 2010. This is the Knights first appearance in the NCAA Tournament since 2011.
HOME SWEET HOME 
UCF takes advantage when playing on their home pitch. In the last two seasons, the Knights hold an 8-1-
2 record at the UCF Soccer Complex this season and 12-1-3 over their last two seasons.
ALL-TOURNEY, ALL THE TIME
Andres Hernandez Betancur, Cal Jennings, Yanis Leerman, and Louis Perez each earned All-Tournament 
honors. It is Perez’s second consecutive All-Tournament award after earning the accolade in the 2017 
tournament.
THE LAST OUTING
In a match that was decided by penalty kicks, the two-seeded SMU men’s soccer team took home the 
American Athletic Conference Tournament trophy after a 5-4 penalty kick advantage in the conference 
tournament final.  
LATE SURGES
This season, UCF has scored 26 goals after the first half compared to the 18 in the first. In their last three 
matches, the Knights have scored all of their goals after the first 45 minutes.
HERO HERNANDEZ
Freshman Andres Hernandez Betancur picked a good time to net his first collegiate goal. With 30 seconds 
remaining in the match, Hernandez Betancur ripped a left-footed curler from just outside the 18-yard box 
placing it in the top corner for the equalizer.
FOR THE RECORD 
UCF is 2-1-2 this season against Top 25 opponents based on RPI. Wins against UConn and West 
Virginia, a loss against UC Irvine, and draws with Virginia Tech and SMU.
LAST TIME WITH THE BISON
This will be the first meeting between the Knights and Bison since 2004. In that meeting, UCF throttled 
Lipscomb, 5-0. The Knights own the series, 2-0-0. 
THRILLER KNIGHT 
UCF kicked UConn out of the tournament after netting three unanswered goals after the first half. The 
Knights were victorious in the 3-2 win in double overtime.   
SHOTS-A-PLENTY
In the semifinal match against UConn, the Knights took 33 shots, a new season high. Their previous season 
high was 28 shots against Jacksonville.
E-CAL-IZER 
Cal Jennings picked the right time to score his 20th goal of the season after he notched the game-tying 
goal in the 82nd minute. He also dished out an assist for UCF’s first goal of the match to Yoni Sorokin. 
CHAMP CITY
UCF became the American Athletic Conference regular season champions after they took down 
Cincinnati, 1-0 at the UCF Soccer Complex. They share the title with SMU, but was granted home 
pitch advantage after defeating SMU earlier in the season in the head-to-head matchup. This is their 
first conference title since 2004.
THE BIG THREE
UCF earned three major award honors from The American announced Tuesday as Jennings was 
named Offensive Player of the Year, Louis Perez earned Midfielder of the Year, and Yannik Oettl was 
named Goalkeeper of the Year.
GREAT SCOTT
Head Coach Scott Calabrese and his staff won Coaching Staff of the Year with Associate Head 
Coach in his second season with Calabrese, while Jamie Davies and Ryan Coulter are in their first 
seasons.
ALL ABOUT IT
UCF also grabbed seven All-Conference selections. Jennings, Perez, Yoni Sorokin, and Oettl were 
named First Team All-Conference, while Yanis Leerman earned Second Team All-Conference and 
All-Rookie Team accolades. Andres Hernandez Betancur was also named to the All-Rookie Team.  
GOING STREAKING
The Knights enter Sunday’s match with a ten-match unbeaten streak. In that streak, UCF is 8-0-2.

As a team, UCF is top 10 in all of Division I in points per game (4th), scoring offense (4th), total 
goals (4th), total points (6th), and is first in shots and shots on goal per game. 
MAMA, THERE GOES THAT MAN
Jennings is second in the country in total goals (20), total points (45), goals per game (1.18) 
points per game (2.65), and shots on goal per game (2.94). He leads all division i players in shots 
per game (5.53).  
WE OWN OCTOBER
The Knights played six matches in the month of October and went unbeaten in each match for a 
5-0-1 record. 
IN NATIONAL NEWS
Cal Jennings was named College Soccer News’ National Player of the Week after his performance 
in UCF’s pair of wins against FGCU and USF. He was also named to topdrawer soccer’s team of 
the week for the second time this season.
LUCKY NUMBER...13
UCF’s 13 wins is the most wins the Knights have had in a season since 1998.
RANK THAT
The Black and Gold earned their highest ranking in program history at No. 7 by the United Soccer 
Coaches (USC). This is the fifth straight week the Knights have made the top 20 and third straight 
week in the top 10. In the most recent RPI, the Knights come in at 13th.
FLAVOR PLAYER OF THE WEEK
The Knights have grabbed eight weekly honors from the American (out of ten possible weeks), five 
offensive player of the week and three Goalkeeper of the Week awards. Weekly award winnings 
include Louis Perez (Aug. 27 & Nov. 5), Cal Jennings (Sept. 3, 17 & Oct. 8), and Yannik Oettl 
(Sept. 10, Oct. 1 & 22). 
GOOD THINGS COME IN 3’S
Jennings has now recorded three hat tricks this season (Liberty, Stetson, FGCU). The junior is 
third for the program’s single season goal record with one match left in the regular season.  
FEELIN’ GOOD IN FLORIDA
UCF is the best men’s soccer team in the state of Florida. In five matches with intrastate opponents, 
the Knights are 5-0 and have outscored their competitors, 22-6 in those battles.
